-November: Capuchin Soup Kitchen.  Still waiting on confirmation.

Checked on membership forms.  There are 79 new names.  Extra shirts were passed out. Waiting on BBQ confirmation in order to begin planning for orientation. Working on socials. 

Ibrahim: Updated website.  The message board is up, but the MSA logo still needs to be added.  Has been trying to work the subscription form for new members, but to no avail.  MSA-UMD will seek MSA-National’s help.  If the form still doesn’t work, new members will be asked to fill out a form on the website, and then email it to On-Campus to be added on to the list.  Worked on flyers.  

Tanzi: No Jumm’ah flyer distribution.  Jumm’ah email was not sent out.  Advertising timeline not submitted.  Boards were not worked on.

Hanaa: Worked on the portfolios for the Unity in Diversity dinner.  Farhan proposed that the eboard accommodate for her to work on sponsorships for the Unity in Diversity dinner by telecommunicating.  She will be collaborating with Farhan, Maher, and Sumayya on specific projects.  The eboard approved the proposal.

Maher: Worked on the sponsorships for the Unity in Diversity dinner.

-MSA will also be meeting up with Rabab Abdel-Hadi, the director of the Arab-American Studies Program, to provide input and ideas.  The meeting may be August 19 or 20.
-Important change: The Unity in Diversity Dinner will be held on Friday, October 22.

Also, a check for the Civic Center will be written out.  The amount is $750 for the hall rental and $500 for a security deposit.  The hall rental fee may be reduced to $500.

-MSA has not received any mail yet.
